Without students, and school fees, Obwororo Academy has faced a 
huge challenge just to survive in 2020 

Schools in Kenya have been closed since March, with several proposed dates 

for re-opening having come and gone. Now schools are to re-open in January 

2021 with all students repeating the entire year. When schools re-open they 

must provide wand washing with soap, sanitiser, face masks and enough 

desks to enable physical distancing between students.  

Our estimate is that on average GSP schools in Kenya will need approximately 

$1,500 worth of PPE just to be allowed to re-open. Obwororo is also hoping for 

funds to complete 2 new classrooms so that they can reduce class sizes to 

enable social distancing.
